IAU 24H WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS BRIVE 2010
IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR ATHLETES, COACHES AND SUPPORTERS.

Dear all,

With this short letter we want to draw your attention to the change in the IAAF-rules which have also consequences for the rules of the IAU. The Competition rules of the IAAF are the basis for the IAU Technical guidelines.

Although the news of the changes in the rules  was placed on our website on  February 24, it is possible that not all of you will have read this notice.

The most important change is related to the drinking and refreshment zones.

IAAF rule 240. 8. e:  
‘ Such authorised persons*  may not enter the course nor obstruct any athlete. They may hand the refreshment to the athlete either from behind, or from a position no more than one metre in front or to the side of, the table.

The consequence from this change in the rules is, that it is now forbidden to accompany the runners in the refreshment zone. It is only permitted that team management and supporters can only hand over drinks or provide other support, by their own table. 
In the paper for the Technical Meeting which you will receive before the competition  you will find this subject also in complete agreement with the actual rules.

*authorised persons are team management and support personnel
